Youth Council General Meeting Decorum
All officers will sit at the front of the room facing the members.  The President will stand at the podium at all times during the meeting.

The President will use the gavel to begin a meeting.  He will state the time the meeting begins and the Secretary will take note for the minutes. 

The President will use the gavel to gain member’s attention any time during the meeting.  The Vice President will ask for silence if the President has not successfully maintained order.  

Any member who is conversing with another member during the meeting will be asked by an advisor to please refrain from talking.
Officers, members or advisors may not talk or make comments without the President’s permission and must stand at the front of the room to address the members.

Committee/Event Chairs will be asked to go to the front of the room, where they will stand and address the members about their project.  

After all material on the agenda has been covered, the President will determine the meeting is over and will note the time for the Secretary to put in the minutes.

Members will conduct general housekeeping around their chairs before they leave.  Chairs not behind tables will be stacked on dollies by those using them before they leave.  

Executive Board members will stay and assist with returning the room to its original state until dismissed by the advisors.
