Lake Fisher is 3 miles in length and
consists of 534 acres.
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What you need to know..

There is no charge to participate in the
Derby, however space is limited and

pre-registration is required.

Bring your own bait and tackle (rod, reel,
hooks; etc).

Adults are permitted to fish.

Children should be at least 5 years of age.
No more than three children _et/mder 18)in a
boat and must be accompanied in the boat
by a parent or %uardlan, age 18 & over.

aximum of 4-5 per boat depending on
boat availability.

All fishing must be from provided boat.
No fishing from bank allowed.

Life jackets and oars are provided for
your use. (Children under the age of 10
must use a life jacket.)

Motors are not provided, however, you
may bring a motor for your boat

and we recommended that you do so.
Acceptable motors are:
Gas Motors—no larger than 10 hp
Electric Trolling Motors

Please return all oars, I’;::a_ddles_, life jackets
and seat cushions to their designated

location—hang jackets.

Remove all trash and other items from
boat (hooks, lures, fishing line, worm

containers, plastic worms, etc.)

No littering in water. As this is a water-
shed, there is a fine up to $250.00 for

littering.
No alcohol, drugs or weapons permitted.

No fishing license required for ages 16 and
under.
