President Anna Hathcock proposed the following amendment changes to the By-Laws: 

Article 2 section 8 “Members are required to sell 7 boxes of Krispy Kreme doughnuts each year in council. Members will receive 1 cushion point for every 7 boxes sold. If a member fails to meet this requirement, he or she will lose 2 service hours.”

Article 3 section 1a committee meeting changed from leadership to cushion hour and donated items are 1 cushion hour.
Article 3 section 1c deleted “If a community service event necessitates the creation of shifts, members may complete an additional shift for another 2 points. The completion of any more shifts after that, however, are done at the members own will.” 
Article 3 section 1b added “Points accumulated during the summer months will be equally distributed between fall and spring semester. This excludes seniors whose summer points and hours will be added to the fall semester point total.”
